WHEREAS, the completion of the Grant Line Road/State Route 99 Interchange
Project will not occur until summer of 2007; and

WHEREAS, there is an immediate need for traffic congestion relief at the
intersection of Grant Line Road and East Stockton Boulevard; and

WHEREAS, the interim traffic signal project at East Stockton Boulevard and
Grant Line Road will provide some traffic congestion relief until the interchange project
is constructed; and

WHEREAS, the City Engineer issued a call for bids on September 1, 2004, and
Pacific Excavation, Inc. has been determined to be the lowest responsive responsible
bidder; and

WHEREAS, project costs will be funded through the Elk Grove Roadway Fee
Program.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Elk
Grove hereby authorizes the City Manager or his designee to execute a contract with
Pacific Excavation, Inc. for the construction of the Grant Line Road and East Stockton
Boulevard Traffic Signal Project.
