California; and

WHEREAS, the Base is threatened with closure by the federal Base
Realignment and Closure process (2005 round); and

WHEREAS, the closure of Beale AFB would have a negative economic ripple
effect throughdLilthe entire Sacramento Region.. - ~-

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Elk
Grove strongly supports the retention of Beale Air Force Base.
