Deputy City Attorney II position (1), salary range $105,435 - $120,849

Administrative Positions:
Legal Administrative Assistant/Secretary positions (2), salary range
$42,989 - $56,346.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the City Council of the
City of Elk Grove that that the City Attorney is hereby authorized to define the positions
identified in this resolution and to recruit and htre the above positions, consistent with
the City Council's budget authorizations.
