A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ELK GROVE
AUTHORIZING THE CITY ENGINEER TO CALL FOR BIDS FOR THE

STOCKTON BOULEVARD REHABILITATION PROJECT

WHEREAS, the pavement along portions of West and East Stockton Boulevard
has been identified to receive asphalt overlay to extend pavement life and to improve
ride quality;

WHEREAS, in conjunction with the asphalt concrete overlay, curb ramp
improvements, traffic signal modifications, and traffic striping improvements will be
included; and

WHEREAS, construction bid documents are coordinated with and approved by
the State Department of Transportation for Federal funding.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Elk
Grove hereby finds that the Stockton Boulevard Rehabilitation project is exempt from
review under the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), pursuant to CEQA
guidelines Section 15301, because the project only involves work within exlstinq City
streets and no expansion of the existing use will occur in conjunction with the piOject.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Elk Grove
hereby authorizes the City Engineer to call for bids for the Stockton Boulevard
Rehabilitation Project.
