NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Elk
Grove hereby authorizes the City Manger to execute an amendment to the existing
contract for an additional two years of service, in an amount not to exceed $170,000,
with total compensation under the contract as amended not to exceed $340,000.
