findings:
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA)
Finding: The project is exempt from CEQA review.

Evidence: Pursuant to §15061(b)(3) of the CEQA Guidelines, an activity is covered by
the general rule that CEQA review only applies to projects, which have the potential for
causing a significant effect on the environment. Approving the subject plan list will not
with reasonable certainty have a possible effect on the environment.

Finding: The commonly used plant species list implements Eik Grove Municipal Code
Section 14.10.280.

Evidence: The subject plant list provides landscapers with a list of common plant
species with water requirement classifications of low (L), medium (M), or high (H). With
this information, landscapers may choose which arrangement of plant materials will
effectively implement the City's water efficient landscape requirements while
considering the site’s general characteristics and irrigation requirements.
