SUPERVISORS OF SACRAMENTO COUNTY TO CONSOLIDATE THE GENERAL

MUNICIPAL ELECTION WITH THE STATEWIDE GENERAL ELECTION

WHEREAS, under the provisions of the Siate of Caiifornia Eiections Code, a
general municipal election shall be held within the City of Elk Grove on November 4,
2014 for the purpose of electing the Mayor and two (2) officers to Council Member
Residency Districts 2 and 4 of the City Council; and

WHEREAS, a statewide general election will be held within the County of

Sacramento on the same day; and
WHEREAS, in the course of conduct o
requests the services of the County; and

WHEREAS, Elections Code Section 10403 requires jurisdictions to file with the
Board of Supervisors, and a copy with the County Registrar of Voters, a resolution
requesting consolidation with a statewide election.

RDER AS FOLLUOWS:

Section 1.  That under the provisions of the Elections Code, there is called and
ordered to be held in the City of Elk Grove, California, on Tuesday, November 4, 2014 a
general municipal election for the purpose of electing the Mayor to a two (2) year term,

and Council Members to Districts 2 and 4, each to a full four (4) year term.

Section 2. That pursuant to the requirements of Elections Code Section
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10403, the City of &k Girove reguests tne Board of Supervisors of Sacraments County

to consolidate the regularly scheduled general municipal election with the statewide
general election to be held on November 4, 2014.

Section 3. That the polls for the election shall be open at seven o'clock a.m.
on November 4, 2014 the day of the election and shall remain open continuously from
that time until eight o’clock p.m. of the same day when the polls shall be closed, except
as provided in Elections Code Section 14401.

Section4. That the Sacramento County Voter Registration and Election
Department is authorized to canvass the returns of the general municipal election.



Section 5. That in all particulars not recited in this resolution, the election shall
be held and conducted as provided by law for holding municipai elections.

Section 6. That the candidates are to adhere to Elections Code Section 13307
and the policies as established by City of Elk Grove Resolution No. 2014-116, which:
1) requires candidates to pay for the publication of the candidate’s statement, 2) limits

the number of words that a candidate may use in his/her candidate’s statement to 200
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described in the Sacramento County Candidates Guide under the heading of
“Candidate’s Statement”.

Section 7. That the City of Elk Grove agrees to reimburse the Sacramento
County Reaistrar of Voters for actual costs accrued for each election, such costs to be
calculated by the proration method set forth in the County’s current Election Cost to
Allocation Procedures on the basis of the amount of services provided to the City of Elk
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Section 8. That the City Clerk is directed to file a certified copy of this
resoiution with the Board of Supervisors and the Registrar of Voters of Sacramento
County.
