The City Clerk is
hereby directed to record an amendment to the Notice of Special Tax Lien with the
Sacramento County Recorder, in accordance with the provisions of Sections 3114.5
and 3117.5 of the California Streets and Highways Code within fifteen (15) days of the

adoption of this resolution.
