
RESOLUTION NO. 2014-158 

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ELK GROVE 
DETERMINING TO LEVY STORM WATER DRAINAGE FEE ZONE 2 

(EASTERN AREA- ANNEXATION NO. 3) 

WHEREAS, on May 14, 2014, the City Council (the "City Council") of the City of 
Elk Grove (the "City") adopted Resolution No. 2014-101 (the "Resolution of Intention") 
determining to undertake proceedings pursuant to the Benefit Assessment Act of 1982, 
being California Government Code sections 54703 et seq. (the "Act"), to levy 
assessments to finance costs of storm water drainage and to equitably distribute the 
costs among benefited landowners in developing areas that are located within a zone of 
benefit referred to as "Zone 2; and 

WHEREAS, in accordance with the Act, the amount of assessments to be levied 
on certain additional property described therein (referred to herein as the "annexed 
property"), which would be deemed a part of Storm Water Drainage Fee Zone 2 if the 
assessments are levied; and 

WHEREAS, the annexed property is located within a zone of benefit referred to 
as "Storm Water Drainage Fee Zone 2 (Eastern Area)"; and 

WHEREAS, this Council fixed 6:00p.m. (or as soon thereafter as the matter may 
be heard) on Wednesday, July 9, 2014, at City Hall, 8400 Laguna Palms Way, Elk 
Grove, California, as the time and place for a public hearing on the the question of 
levying the assessment and provided for notice of the hearing; and 

WHEREAS, this Council hereby finds that a notice of the time and place for the 
public hearing has been published for two successive weeks in The Elk Grove Citizen, 
and posted in three public places in the City in the time, form, and manner required by 
law; and 

WHEREAS, ballots were mailed to the record owner of each identified parcel 
within the boundaries of the territory identified as Storm Water Drainage Fee Zone 2 of 
the City of Elk Grove at least forty-five (45) days prior to the public hearing; and 

WHEREAS, the public hearing was duly convened by this Council at the time 
and place indicated in the notice of hearing and all ballots received were presented to 
the Council; and 

WHEREAS, this Council thereupon proceeded with the public hearing and duly 
heard all interested persons desiring to be heard and duly considered all of the protests 
at the hearing; and 

WHEREAS, at the time of the close of the public hearing, the ballots were 
tabulated by the City Clerk to determine the existence of a majority protest with all 
ballots weighted according to the proportional financial obligation of each affected 
property.
