1) The records identified at Exhibit A are no longer required.

2) The City Attorney has given written consent to the destruction of the records
identified and the destruction of those records is hereby authorized.

3) The City of Elk Grove Code Enforcement Division may destroy archived
records kept longer that the three vears bevond the life of the case required

by the California Government Code and Elk Grove City Council Resolution
No. 2012-8.
