A RESOLUTiON OF THE CiTY COUNCiL OF THE CiTY OF ELK GROVE 
FINDING THE STATHOS COVE PROJECT (EG-14-001) EXEMPT FROM THE 

CALIFORNIA ENVIRONMENTAL. QUALITY ACT 
ASSESSOR PARCEL NUMBER: 116-006·1-010 AND 116-0061-042 

WHEREAS, the Planning Departn1ent of the City of E!k Grove received an 
application on January 6, 2014 from Frank Stathos (the Applicant) requesting a 
Rezone, Tentative Subdivision Map, and Design Review; and 

WHEREAS, the proposed Project is located on real property in the incorporated 
portions of the City of Elk Grove more particularly described as APNs: 116-0061-010 
and 116-0061-042; and 

WHEREAS, the Project qualifies as a project under the California Environmental 
Quality Act (CEQA), Public Resource Code §§21000·21178 but is exempt; and 

-v•JHEREAS, Section 15183 (Piojects Consiste,nt with a Community Plan, Geneial 
Plan, or Zoning) of Title 14 of the California Code of Regulations (State CEQA 
Guidelines) provides an exemption from CEQA for projects that are consistent with the 
applicable General Plan and Zoning for which an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) 
was certified; and 

WHEREAS, an EIR was certified by the City Council for the adoption of the City 
of Elk Grove General Plan (SCH 2002062082); and 

WHEREAS, an EIR was certified by the City Council for the adoption of the City 
of Elk Grove General Plan 2014 Housing Element Update (SCH 2013082012); and 

WHEREAS, based on staff's review of the Project, no special circumstances 
exist that would create a reasonable possibility that granting a Rezone, Tentative 
Subdivision Map and Design Review for this Project will have a significant effect on the 
environment beyond what was previously analyzed and disclosed; and 

WHEREAS, the Planning Department considered the Project request pursuant to 
the Elk Grove General Plan, the Elk Grove Municipal Code Title 23 (Zoning), and all 
other appiicabie State and iocai regulations; and 

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission held a duly noticed public hearing on 
October 2, 2014 as required by law to consider all of the information presented by staff, 
information presented by the Applicant, and public testimony presented in writing and at 
the meeting; and 

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission recommended the City Council approve 
the Stathos Cove project; and
