A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ELK GROVE 
CALLING A SPECIAL ELECTION TO SUBMIT TO THE QUALIFIED ELECTORS 

THE QUESTION OF LEVYING A SPECIAL TAX WnHIN THE AREA PROPOSED TO 
BE ANNEXED TO COMMUNITY FACILITIES DISTRICT NO. 2006-1 

(MAINTENANCE SERVICES) (ANNIEXATION NO. 31) 

WHEREAS, on March 22, 2006, the City Council (the "City Council") of the City 
of Elk Grove (the "City"), approved Resolution No. 2006-73 establishing Community 
Facilities District No. 2006-1 (Maintenance Services} (the "CFD") pursuant to the Mello­
Roos Community Facilities Act of 1982, as amended (the "Act"), being Chapter 2.5, Part 
1. Division 2, Title 5 of the Government Code of the State of California, for the purpose 
of providing for the financing of certain maintenance services (the "Services") described 
in Exhibit A hereto; and 

WHEREAS, at an election held on March 22, 2006, more than two-thirds of the 
votes cast were in favor of the levy of a special tax and the establishment of an 
appropriations limit, all as determined by the Council in Resolution No. 2006-75, duly 
adopted on March 22, 2006; and 

WHEREAS, the City Councii on November ·i2, 2014, duiy adopted Resolution 
No. 2014-261 (the "Resolution of Intention") declaring its intention to annex certain 
territory to the CFD and to levy a special tax within that territory to pay for the services 
and setting a special public hearing on the proposed annexation for December 15, 
2014;and 

WHEREAS, the territory proposed to be annexed is identified in a map entitled 
"Annexation No. 31 of Community Facilities District No. 2006-1 (Maintenance Services)" 
a copy of which was recorded, on Novernber 13, 2014, in Book 117 of rv1aps of 
Assessment and Community Facilities Districts at Page 25, in the office of the 
Sacramento County Recorder; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council convened a special public hearing on Monday, 
December 15, 2014 after 5:00 p.m., at the regular meeting place of the City Council, 
City Council Chamber, 8400 Laguna Palms Way, Elk Grove, California, at which 
hearing all persons interested, including all taxpayers, property owners and registered 
voters \Yithin the CFD and the territory proposed! to be annexed, were given an 
opportunity to appear and be heard on the proposed annexation of territory to the CFD 
and the levy of special taxes within the territory proposed to be annexed; and 

WHEREAS, written protests have not been filed by fifty percent (50%) or more of 
the registered voters residing within the CFD, or by fifty percent (50%) or more of the 
registered voters residing within the territory to be annexed, or by the owners of one-half 
(1/2) or more of the area within the CFD, or by the owners of one-half (1/2) or more of 
the territory to be annexed; and
