A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ELK GROVE
AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO CALL FOR CONSTRUCTION OF

THE POLICE DEPARTMENT· POLICE FLEET FACILITY AT THE
CORPORATION YARD

WHEREAS, on May 1, 2005, the City Council took action to serve
Sacramento County with notice that the City would be terminating its contract for
police services and establishing a municipal police department. That action
established an 18-month timeline for the City to create its own department; and

WHEREAS, upon termination of the contract for police services, the City
will vacate the South Station. This creates an immediate need for offsite facilities
to store equipment, provide a secure facility to house police vehicles, and have
limited fueling capabilities to address the needs of the department; and

WHEREAS, on January 25, 2006, the City Council created a new capital
improvement project and allocated funding for a police storage facility at the
City's corporation yard.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City
of Elk Grove hereby authorizes the City Manager to call for bids for construction
of the Police Department - Police Fleet Facility at the Corporation Yard.
