NOTICE is hereby given that on May 8, 2024, at 6:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter may be heard, the City
Council of the City of Elk Grove will hold a Public Hearing at the Elk Grove City Hall, located at 8400 Laguna Palms Way,
Elk Grove, to consider the following action:

ADOPTION OF THE 2024-2025 COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT ACTION PLAN

The purpose of this public hearing is to consider adoption of the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) 2024-2025
Action Plan. The Action Plan describes the programs and activities the City expects to undertake in the 2024-2025 fiscal
year. The City anticipates to receive approximately $910,987 in new CDBG funding and re-appropriate $197,950.54 in
unspent funding from previous years. The City also anticipates allocating $457,969 in general funds for the CSG program
and $65,000 in Measure E funding. The City plans to use these funds for housing programs, public improvements, public
services, homeless services, and planning and administration.

The release of this notice is one of the City’s activities to fulfill citizen participation requirements. Federal regulations
require localities to provide the public with reasonable access to the 2024-2025 Action Plan.

The draft 2024-2025 Action Plan is available for public review on the City’s website at www.elkgrovecity.org/cdbg and at
the following locations: Elk Grove City Hall, 8401 Laguna Palms Way; the Senior Center of Elk Grove, 8230 Civic Center
Drive; Franklin Public Library, 10055 Franklin High Road; and Elk Grove Public Library, 8900 Elk Grove Boulevard. Copies
of the draft Action Plan will be made available upon request and are free of charge.

The public review and comment period for the 2024-2025 Action Plan began on April 8, 2024 and will end May 8, 2024.
The City of Elk Grove City Council will consider adoption of the Action Plan and provide an additional opportunity for public
comment during the May 8, 2024 meeting.

The City of Elk Grove encourages interested parties to participate in public meetings and comment on the issues being
discussed. If you wish to provide testimony but are unable to participate in the meeting, you may submit written
comments to the City Clerk’s office prior to the time of the hearing and they will be made a part of the public record.
