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Introduction

Per 28 Code of Federal Regulations, Part 35; Subpart D — Program Accessibility; §35.150 —
Existing Facilities; (d) Transition Plan (1): The City shall provide an opportunity to interested
persons, including individuals with disabilities or organizations representing individuals with
disabilities, to participate in the development of the ADA Self-Evaluation and Transition Plan by
submitting comments.

In order to satisfy this requirement and to gain the perspective of persons with disabilities, a
public vetting was held by the City on December 14, 2017, in Council Chambers, 8400 Laguna
Palms Way, Elk Grove, CA at 6:30 p.m. where members of the public were invited to comment
on and participate in the City’s Draft ADA Self-Evaluation & Transition Plan. In addition, the City
engages in communications with the public, via phone and/or email to gain further input.

Summary of Public Vetting

The City advertised the public vetting on various platforms including the City’s website, social
media, City Manager’s blog, and direct mailing to over 44 individuals and organizations.

Four members of the public attended the public vetting and filled in the sign-in sheet provided in
this document.

Document 5: Record Public Comments

The ADA Transition Plan and Self-Evaluation were presented during a public meeting
held in the City of Elk Grove City Council Chambers on December 14, 2017. A small
group of stakeholders provided input on the following issues:

1. Placement and size of paratransit waiting areas; this is likely to be an issue under the
control of the paratransit system rather than the City of Elk Grove.

2. The number of accessible parking places available to persons with parking placards.

3. Association with issue number two, questions arose regarding the City’s code
enforcement authority. Clearly, the scoping of parking spaces in accessible public
parking lots is under the control of the California Building Standards Commission and
federal regulation.

4. Concern was also raised regarding the use of service animals in public spaces. This
of course is a federal and state matter and not controlled throughout the community by
City government.

5. The City expressed the desire to obtain a broader spectrum of important issues than
was available by the participants within the vetting meeting. The ADA Self-Evaluation
and Transition Plan is a living document and input from stakeholders is welcomed at
any point in time.
