The Notice of Preparation has been revised to add updated information related to planned infrastructure improvements and changes to the City's General Plan that were not known at the time the previous Notice
of Preparation (April 2, 2021) was released. There is no need to resend responses to the original Notice of Preparation. The Elk Grove Crossing Specific Plan proposes a mix of uses including low-, medium-, and
high-density residential, mixed-use development, parks and open space, and public uses. The Specific Plan proposes higher densities and development intensities (e.g., retail, office, and high-density residential)
in the northern portion of the Specific Plan Area along Kammerer Road, and lower intensity uses (e.g., single-family residential neighborhoods) in the southern portion of the Specific Plan Area. The proposed
Specific Plan will require on- and off-site installation of supporting underground utilities, including water, wastewater, electricity, natural gas, and telecommunications. In addition to the future construction of Big
Horn Boulevard to the west, Murphy’s Corral Road to the East, and the widening of Kammerer Road to the north (part of the Capitol Southeast Connector), the Specific Plan Area would include an internal
roadway circulation network consisting of arterials and collector streets. All internal roadways would be landscaped with trees and shrubs. The Specific Plan proposes a network of bikeways and walkways to serve
future residents, visitors, and employees. A 10-foot, Class | Trail is proposed through the center of the Specific Plan Area and along the southern and southeastern boundary. On the west side of the school site an
eight-foot walk is proposed. On collector streets, a separated six-foot walk is proposed. On arterial streets, a separated six-foot walk is proposed. Along Kammerer Road, a 12-foot multi-use trail is proposed.
