The City completed several activities in Program Year (PY) 2020, including the following:

Assisted community-based organizations with financing that allowed them to provide a range of
new and expanded social services to target-income residents. Services provided included senior
meals, case management, landlord/tenant and fair housing counseling, emergency utility
assistance, and youth education/mentoring.

Provided housing counseling through Sacramento Self Help Housing (SSHH) to 91 households,

many of which were homeless or at risk of homelessness.

Provided counseling, dispute resolution, and fair housing services to 213 households through
the telephone and internet-based Renters Helpline.

Provided transitional housing, including comprehensive case management, to 20 households (36
individuals).

Provided 27,644 home delivered and emergency meals to 237 Elk Grove senior residents
through Meals on Wheels by ACC.

Continued work on a roadway and sidewalk improvement project along Elk Grove Boulevard
designed to improve accessibility for disabled persons.

Began an environmental analysis to connect a local public facility property to an existing public
sewer lateral.

Offered minor home repair and home buyer assistance programs to low-income homeowners.
Provided emergency funding to nonprofits serving low-income and socially vulnerable
communities most disproportionately impacted by the coronavirus pandemic.

In PY 2020, the City utilized Community Development Block Grant — Coronavirus (CDBG-CV) funds to
prevent, prepare for, and respond to coronavirus through various activities, including the following:

Provided emergency food distribution, as well as clothing, social services, and utility assistance
to low-income Elk Grove residents impacted by the COVID-19 public health emergency.

Assisted people experiencing homelessness with resources needed to shelter in place, service
connection, and mentoring while reducing potential exposure to COVID-19 and maintaining
community cleanliness.

Provided hot, frozen, and shelf-stable meals to seniors who are at greater risk for severe illness
with COVID-19 and were isolated due to the public health stay at home orders.

Provided funding for structural changes to allow for continued service delivery at the Senior
Center, including technology to support online programming and sanitation equipment for the
Senior Center’s physical location.

In addition to CDBG and CDBG-CV funded services, the City also assisted more than 6,000 people
through its locally funded nonprofit grant program. These grants provided funding for food for lower-
income persons and seniors, youth education and after-school activities, senior activities, emergency
utility assistance, and other community benefit activities.

LFunding was originally set aside for rental assistance, in light of the wide availability of funding for COVID-impacted lower-income households through the

Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment Agency’s Sacramento Emergency Rental Assistance program (SERA2) program these funds have been reallocated to
CDBG-CV activities that will be implemented in PY 2021.
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At the beginning of the COVID-19 pandemic, City staff surveyed essential services nonprofits that were
funded through the City’s CDBG or local funded programs. These nonprofits were identified as providing
food or household supplies, monetary support, or significant social supports to vulnerable populations,
including low-wage workers, senior citizens, and people experiencing homelessness. Through continued
outreach and discussion with nonprofit partners providing essential services, the City was able to assess
community needs related to COVID-19 and identify funding priorities.

In PY 2020, the City continued to work closely with all CDBG, CDBG-CV, and locally funded program
grantees to meet community needs related to the coronavirus public health emergency. As community
needs changed, the City assisted funded agencies in modifying scopes of work to include flexibility in
shifting services to/from virtual and online platforms; modifying expected goals and outcomes to
account for limitations on social distancing such as public facility and school closures and/or diminished
staff capacity; and modifying budgets to allow for purchase of disinfectant and sanitation supplies
allowing for safe return to public facilities. Unfortunately, due to challenges related to the COVID-19
public health emergency not all programs that were awarded funds were able to utilize the allocated
funds. Additionally, some projects identified in the original allocation of CDBG-CV funding were
ultimately funded through other resources. This includes funding previously allocated as the local match
for the Great Plates Delivered program, for which the local match requirement was subsequently
removed, and funding allocated for rental assistance, in light of the wide availability of funding for
COVID-impacted lower-income households through the Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment
Agency’s Sacramento Emergency Rental Assistance program (SERA2). The SERA2 program is available to
Elk Grove residents and currently has adequate funding and no closing date for applications.

During PY 2020 the City completed two CDBG-CV action plan amendments. One of which in January
2021 was to release additional CDBG-CV funds and the other, May 2021, to reallocate unspent CDBG-CV
funds.

All of the projects funded in PY 2020 addressed one or more of the goals included in the 2020-2025
Consolidated Plan:

e Foster affordable housing;

e Expand homeless housing and services;

e Provide a variety of social services;

e Improve accessibility; and

e Construct or upgrade public facilities.

In PY 2020, the priorities for the City’s COVID-19 response were:
e Maintaining or improving access to public services; and
e Addressing and preventing homelessness.
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The City has had a great deal of success creating new affordable housing. Since 2002, the City has
invested nearly $74 million in the creation of 1,780 new rental units affordable to low-income and very
low-income households. In PY 2020, the Gardens at Quail Run project was completed, adding 95 new
affordable rental units. (The project was supported by a City loan of $5 million from the Affordable
Housing Fund made in PY 2019.) In PY 2020, the City also made a $4 million loan commitment to the
Villages at Bilby affordable apartment complex, which will have 125 affordable rental units over two
phases. Two additional loan commitments covering 374 affordable units are expected to be made in PY
2021. Additionally, in PY 2020, the City entered into purchase agreements for two sites that will be used
for affordable housing, bring the total developable acreage owned by the City to 15 acres. The City
continues to evaluate options for strategic land acquisition for affordable housing.

The City has also taken steps to identify and address needs related to homelessness. In PY 2020 the City
continued to support case management at two transitional housing projects serving 20 households, 13
of which were able to secure permanent housing during the PY. Through CDBG-CV and/or local funds,
the City funded the Elk Grove Winter Shelter In Place (EG SIP) program in 2020-2021, a program
designed to provide food and other basic needs resources to people experiencing homelessness within
the jurisdictional boundaries of the City of Elk Grove in order to encourage them to “shelter in place”
during the public health emergency related to the novel coronavirus; contracted with SSHH for
homeless navigation services, aimed at helping people experiencing homelessness obtain the
documentation and referrals necessary to connect with services and housing; and in partnership with
the Elk Grove Police Outreach Officers, worked to build and maintain relationships with people
experiencing homelessness in the community while connecting them to needed resources and services.

The City continues to devote the full 15% of CDBG funds allowed annually to public services, serving
thousands of households with a range of services, from meals to youth programs to housing counseling.
Public service efforts continue to serve target populations such as extremely low-income and very low-
income households; persons experiencing homelessness; seniors; youth, mainly ages 6-17; persons with
disabilities; and foster youth. Our nonprofit partners have been instrumental in providing services to Elk
Grove households in need who have come to depend on these services, including many households who
are experiencing economic hardship due to the coronavirus pandemic. In PY 2020 we were able to make
use of the CARES Act public services cap wavier allowing for additional CDBG and CDBG-CV funds to be
used to carry out public service activities to prevent, prepare for, and respond to coronavirus.

In the area of accessibility, during PY 2020, the City continued work ona roadway and sidewalk
improvement project along Elk Grove Boulevard, which includes a component of improving accessibility
for persons with disabilities. Planning is also underway for future ADA curb ramp and sidewalk infill
projects, with an anticipated 85 curb ramps to be brought into compliance in PY 2021.

PY 2020 also served as a planning year for a public facility improvement project which is anticipated to
go to construction in PY 2021.

Narrative

Demographically, the race/ethnicity of persons assisted through CDBG and CDBG-CV funds generally
reflects the diversity of Elk Grove's residents. With the only slight difference being in PY 2020 Asians are
represented in a slightly lower percentage than exists in the community (26.40% vs 28.83%). The City
will continue to work with each subrecipient to review their population served and determine whether
additional focused outreach is necessary.

Narrative

In PY 2020, the City expended a total of $838,324.01 CDBG funds and $105,377.90 in CDBG-CV funds.
Unfortunately, due to challenges related to the COVID-19 public health emergency not all programs that
were awarded funds were able to utilize the allocated funds. Some of the specific challenges
encountered by nonprofit organizations included the inability to run programs due to the limitations on
social distancing such as public facility and school closures and/or diminished staff capacity.

In addition, the City invested over $345,000 in General Fund monies in support of community activities,
including many offered by CDBG-eligible nonprofits. The Senior Center of Elk Grove, Elk Grove Food
Bank Services, Elk Grove Homeless Assistance Resource Team (HART), Elk Grove Community Garden,
Teen Center USA, Chicks in Crisis, Inc, Project R.I.D.E., Inc.,, and many other organizations were
beneficiaries of these local funds.

The City’s Affordable Housing Fund made the following commitments:

In previous years, the City noted its $5 million gap financing loan to the Bow Street Apartments
project, which has 97 affordable units. Construction began in PY 2017 and was completed in
mid-2018. The leasing process began in August 2018, with the first tenants moving in in May
2019 and full occupancy in July/August 2019. In PY 2020, the City disbursed the final $1 million
of the $5 million loan.

In PY 2019, the City closed its loan of $5 million toward the construction of the Gardens at Quail
Run apartment complex, which will have 95 affordable units. Construction began in PY 2019 and
was completed in early 2021. The project is fully leased. No loan disbursements have been made
to date.

In PY 2020, the City made a loan commitment of $4 million for the Villages at Bilby affordable
apartment complex, which will have 125 affordable units over two phases. The developer will
apply for other financing in PY 2021.

In PY 2020, the City released an RFP for new multifamily affordable rental developments, which
in addition to Villages at Bilby is likely to result in loan commitments in PY 2021 to two projects
with a total of 374 affordable units.

Continued site pre-development work on a 13-acre parcel (9 buildable acres) at the northeast
corner of Bruceville Road and Big Horn Blvd. Once developed, the property is expected to have a
minimum of 189 affordable units.
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e Entered into contract to purchase two additional sites for affordable housing (5 acres in Sheldon
Farms North and about 1.2 acres in Old Town Elk Grove).

e Continued to set aside funding for the Homebuyer Assistance Program, which offers low-
interest down payment loans to low-income first-time homebuyers. Unfortunately, due to a
mismatch between housing prices and income levels of target-income households, the City did
not make any loans in PY 2020.

Over the five-year Consolidated Planning period, the City anticipates continuing to offer the Homebuyer
Assistance Program, strategically acquiring new land for affordable housing, and potentially making one
or more loans in support of new affordable housing projects, which will make use of uncommitted funds
in the Affordable Housing Fund. Also, the City will continue to evaluate options for expending its State
homeless appropriation, including construction of tiny homes and/or incorporating homeless housing
options in new apartment communities.

The City’s CDBG and CDBG-CV funded projects took place at various locations throughout the City. Most
programs that the City offered, including the minor home repair program and all public services, were
available citywide. The following projects had specific locations in the City:
e The 2019-2020 roadway and sidewalk improvement project (Railroad Street Improvements
WTRO049), which began construction in late PY 2019 and continued in PY 2020, is located in the
Old Town area of Elk Grove along segments of Railroad Street and Grove Street.
e Chicks in Crisis Public Sewer Connection public facility improvement project is specific to their
property located off East Stockton Boulevard in zip code 95624.

The City provides a portion of many nonprofits’ annual budgets. With the City’s commitment of funding,
some are able to secure other private funding sources that are necessary to maintain their operations.

CDBG funds do not carry a matching requirement, and therefore the City is not required to report on
match funds.

The City did not use any publicly-owned property in PY 2020 to address the needs identified in the
Consolidated Plan, although it did purchase property that is expected to be used to meet the housing
needs of lower-income households and continued pre-development work on property purchased in PY
2019 for the same use.

In the future, the City also anticipates using its Affordable Housing Fund to assist with the creation of
housing for homeless households and other very low-income households. The Affordable Housing Fund
can be used to acquire land for future affordable housing uses and make loans to support development
of new affordable apartments, among other uses. Typically, the Affordable Housing Fund is used in
coordination with federal tax credits for affordable housing and may also be used in coordination with
other federal and/or state affordable housing financing programs.

Discuss the difference between goals and outcomes and problems encountered in meeting
these goals.

In PY 2020 the City reestablished the City’s Minor Home Repair Program that offers forgivable loans to
low-income homeowners needing assistance to make minor health and safety repairs to their homes.
Despite the availability of the program, there appeared to be little interest with only a few applications
being submitted during the program year. With high home values and low refinance rates it is possible
that many residents needing repairs have been able to take advantage of refinancing options providing
them additional funding to make repairs on their own. While no rehab projects were complete in PY
2020, the City continues to review applications submitted and plans to work with eligible homeowners
in PY 2021.

The City’s 2015-2016 loan commitment of $5 million to a planned 98-unit affordable apartment project
(Bow Street Apartments) carried forward into the 2020-21 year. The project reached full occupancy in
July/August 2019, and the final $1 million was disbursed on this loan in PY 2020.
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The City’s 2017-2018 loan commitment of $5 million to a planned 96-unit affordable apartment project
(Gardens at Quail Run) also carried forward into 2020-21. During 2020-21, construction was completed
and the project was fully leased. Loan disbursements will likely be made in PY 2021.

In order to encourage affordable housing development, the City also pursued a strategy of land
acquisition. Ultimately, after some pre-planning, the City will solicit developer partners for land it owns,
with the goal of building affordable housing in high-priority areas and with innovative design elements.

Discuss how these outcomes will impact future annual action plans.

The need for affordable housing in the City remains high, particularly at the lowest income levels. The
lottery for 95 affordable units at Gardens at Quail Run generated 28,000 unique entries, demonstrating
unprecedented levels of need.

The City has some independent funding sources to support affordable housing, but the amount is not
sufficient to spur construction that would meet demand. In future years, the City anticipates continuing
to allocate resources to creating new housing opportunities for lower-income households, including
people experiencing homeless, and helping low-income households to maintain their housing. The City
has allocated a substantial portion of its CARES Act CDBG funding (CDBG-CV) and PY 2020 CDBG funding
to providing utility assistance to lower-income households experiencing a drop in income related to the
coronavirus pandemic.

Table 7 represents households assisted through the Minor Home Repair Program. While no rehab
projects were complete in PY 2020, the City continues to review applications submitted and plans to
work with eligible homeowners in PY 2021.

Future City housing efforts, such as the creation of the new apartment complexes and the acquisition of
properties for construction of affordable rental housing, are expected to target a greater number of
extremely low-income and very low-income households.

Evaluate the jurisdiction’s progress in meeting its specific objectives for reducing and ending
homelessness through:

Reaching out to homeless persons (especially unsheltered persons) and assessing their
individual needs

In PY 2020, the City continued to fund a full-time homeless navigator through SSHH. The homeless
navigator performs proactive outreach to unsheltered homeless residents, meeting with them where
they are staying, and assists them by evaluating their needs, obtaining documents required to enroll in
housing programs, completing information necessary to enter them into the Countywide Homeless
Management and Information System (HMIS), and when possible locating housing options for them.

For many years, the City has also provided funding to SSHH, which offers housing counseling to
homeless households and those at risk of becoming homeless. An SSHH case manager meets with clients
over the phone or in person at the Elk Grove United Methodist Church and assesses their individual
situations. The case manager then helps to connect them to low-cost housing options, when available.

The City also provides administrative support to Elk Grove HART which provides year-round support and
mentoring to homeless residents in the City’s two transitional houses and operated a winter
shelter/shelter in place program. During the coronavirus pandemic, HART modified programming to
provide shelter-in-place support, such as food, clothing, and sleeping bags to 95 individuals at 23
different encampments throughout the city. They also engage in homeless advocacy efforts.

Addressing the emergency shelter and transitional housing needs of homeless persons

In PY 2020, the City had two transitional houses: the Grace House, which serves primarily single adults,
and the Meadow House, which serves homeless families with minor children. SSHH and Elk Grove HART
work together to find residents for transitional housing, with an emphasis on persons and families who
have the potential to secure permanent housing within a six-month (individuals) to twelve-month
(families) timeframe. In PY 2020, 20 households resided in the Grace and Meadow houses, and over
half successfully transitioned to permanent housing.

In the winter season of 2020-2021, Elk Grove HART implemented an emergency “shelter in place”
support program in compliance with public health orders in effect due to the coronavirus pandemic. The
25-week program served 95 homeless individuals at 23 different encampments throughout the city.

Through CDBG-CV funds, the City worked with nonprofit partners to provide hotel/motel vouchers to
people experiencing homelessness who have tested positive for COVID-19, are experiencing COVID-19
symptoms and awaiting test results, and/or who are considered high-risk for COVID-19 complications by
the standards of the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention
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Helping low-income individuals and families avoid becoming homeless, especially extremely
low-income individuals and families and those who are: likely to become homeless after
being discharged from publicly funded institutions and systems of care (such as health care
facilities, mental health facilities, foster care and other youth facilities, and corrections
programs and institutions); and, receiving assistance from public or private agencies that
address housing, health, social services, employment, education, or youth needs

The City provided funding to SSHH, which offered housing counseling to households at risk of becoming
homeless. SSHH partners with the Elk Grove Food Bank to reach a greater number of clients who may
need assistance locating stable housing options. Additionally, SSHH has connections with and accepts
referrals from many other nonprofits with at-risk clients and provides a searchable database of low-cost
housing options on their website.

Helping homeless persons (especially chronically homeless individuals and families, families
with children, veterans and their families, and unaccompanied youth) make the transition to
permanent housing and independent living, including shortening the period of time that
individuals and families experience homelessness, facilitating access for homeless individuals
and families to affordable housing units, and preventing individuals and families who were
recently homeless from becoming homeless again

The City participated in the Homeless Solutions Committee, a group of agencies, nonprofits, faith-based
organizations, and interested individuals dedicated to addressing Elk Grove’s homeless issues. The goal
of the Committee members is to ultimately move homeless persons into permanent housing, and to
meet that goal, implement several strategies:

0 Operate the Grace House and the Meadow House as transitional housing. This offers homeless
persons and families the opportunity to have a residence for 3-12 months while they work
regularly with a case worker and mentors on obtaining the skills necessary to move to
permanent housing. Components of the program include securing benefits, obtaining job
training/education, receiving mental health counseling, and working on life skills for
independent living.

0 Provide outreach and mentoring to people experiencing homelessness, whether on the streets
or currently in transitional housing. SSHH provides a full-time homeless navigator to conduct
outreach to the unsheltered homeless population. Elk Grove HART provides several mentors to
transitional housing residents, while SSHH and the Food Bank provide referrals and other
services.

0 Offer, on a case-by-case basis, assistance with security deposits and other moving costs to
households who need a little help to secure permanent housing. This service is provided by
HART.

The City convenes a bi-weekly meeting with the navigator, Police Department, transitional housing case
manager, and HART representatives. The purpose of this meeting is to do case conferencing, discussing
new homeless individuals/families, ongoing cases, and opportunities that may exist to temporarily or
permanently house people experiencing homelessness.
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City staff also participates in outreach efforts to unsheltered homeless. When Code Enforcement or the
Police Department issues a trespassing notice or notice to remove belongings, a resource flier is
included. Officers in contact with people experiencing homelessness work closely with the navigator in
an attempt to assist people with securing services and housing.

CR-30 - Public Housing 91.220(h); 91.320(j)
Actions taken to address the needs of public housing

The Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment Agency (SHRA) is the public housing agency serving the
City of Elk Grove. SHRA is independent of the City of Elk Grove, and the City retains no control over their
funding or implementation of programs. Please refer to the SHRA Public Housing Authority Annual Plan
at https://www.shra.org/financial-performance-and-strategic-planning-documents/ for information on
the ways that SHRA addresses public housing needs.

Actions taken to encourage public housing residents to become more involved in
management and participate in homeownership

SHRA encourages public housing residents to participate in policy, procedure, and program
implementation and development through its Resident Advisory Board. In addition, the Housing
Authority recognizes Resident Committees throughout the Sacramento region, which are resident-
elected bodies representing residents in their respective complexes. SHRA also distributes a quarterly
newsletter to all residents, which contains relevant news, information on training and employment
opportunities, and other community resources available to public housing residents. Public housing
residents also participate in the development of the SHRA's five-year and annual plans. The Resident
Services Division distributes a survey to prioritize resident needs and schedule short- and long-term
improvements.

Actions taken to provide assistance to troubled PHAs

SHRA is not designated as "troubled."
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CR-35 - Other Actions 91.220(j)-(k); 91.320(i)-(j)

Actions taken to remove or ameliorate the negative effects of public policies that serve as
barriers to affordable housing such as land use controls, tax policies affecting land, zoning
ordinances, building codes, fees and charges, growth limitations, and policies affecting the
return on residential investment. 91.220 (j); 91.320 (i)

The City continues to undertake a number of actions to reduce potential barriers and constraints to
affordable housing, as well as promote housing for special needs populations. These include funds in
support of affordable housing development, fee reductions and waivers, regulatory incentives, density
bonuses, and rezoning of sites to higher densities.

The City is committed to removing or reducing barriers to affordable housing whenever possible. A
variety of actions are contained in the draft 2021-2029 Housing Element to address these issues. Such
actions include:

e Incentives for affordable housing development, such as density bonus or fee deferrals.

e Maintenance of an Affordable Housing Fund to make grants or loans to projects creating new
affordable housing opportunities.

e Fee deferrals, reductions, or waivers.

e Reduced development standards.

e Rezoning of adequate sites for multi-family housing development.

e Education and outreach surrounding affordable housing, including the Housing Choice Voucher
(Section 8) program.

Additional measures are identified and explained in detail in the City’s Housing Element. (Note: The
Housing Element process ensures that adequate and appropriately-zoned land is available, but does not
require that housing be built.)

For many years, the City has collected housing impact fees on new market-rate residential and non-
residential development and used those fees to support affordable housing development. Future
income in the funds will be collected until the balance is sufficient to fund one or more new multi-family
rental projects, land acquisition for lower-income housing, or other housing priority projects.
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Actions taken to address obstacles to meeting underserved needs. 91.220(k); 91.320(j)

While there are several constraints to meeting the needs of lower-income residents noted in the
Consolidated Plan, there are three primary obstacles to meeting underserved needs:

e A new obstacle to meeting underserved needs that arose in PY 2019 and continued in PY 2020
was the coronavirus pandemic. The pandemic created immediate challenges, such as food
shortages, more limited transit services, and the closure of many government and nonprofit
offices. It also created longer-term challenges like unemployment and housing insecurity, and
placed a greater burden on existing nonprofits to meet increased needs at a time when their
fundraising opportunities were diminished. The City provided CARES Act funding, including
CDBG-CV funding, to several nonprofits to assist them in dealing with increased demand and
decreased revenues.

e Available funding is not sufficient to fully address the community’s needs. In PY 2020, $166,428
in CDBG funding was available to public service agencies, and the City provided more than
$373,000 in local funding. The City continued to support nonprofits in their search for public and
private funding, including by writing letters of support or otherwise facilitating applications.

e There is a lack of available services within the City of Elk Grove’s boundaries. Elk Grove is served
by several organizations that have offices locally, including the Elk Grove Food Bank, Elk Grove
Adult Community Training, the Senior Center of Elk Grove, and multiple youth organizations.
However, the majority of the region’s service providers, including for many homeless services
and domestic violence assistance, have their offices in Sacramento. The City’s public
transportation system, e-tran, provides routes to Sacramento, but residents are sometimes
reluctant to travel outside of the community to receive services. Travel for persons without
access to a personal vehicle can be difficult, as public transportation often involved multiple
connections or is too costly for persons with minimal income. The City has encouraged funded
nonprofits to operate locally at least part-time, and SSHH continues to use the Elk Grove United
Methodist Church offices one to two days per week as available under current health orders in
effect at the time.

Actions taken to reduce lead-based paint hazards. 91.220(k); 91.320(j)

Sacramento County's Childhood Lead Poisoning Prevention Program (CLPPP) provides services and
information to Elk Grove residents regarding childhood lead poisoning and prevention. Specifically,
program staff offers case management and home investigations for children with elevated blood lead
levels. Staff also provides outreach services and information regarding lead poisoning, childhood testing
and treatment, and prevention practices. In addition, CLPPP staff distributes literature to tenants and
landlords during inspections to help educate the public about lead-safe practices.

The Department of Health and Human Services has a health educator and a public health nurse on staff
to provide case management and outreach education services. A registered environmental health
specialist from the Environmental Management Department provides environmental investigations of
homes as part of the case management services for children with elevated blood lead levels. The CLPPP
staff also informs the public, parents, and community resources about the dangers of lead poisoning.

While the majority of housing units in Elk Grove were built after 1978, there are an estimated 577
owner-occupied units and 489 rental units potentially contaminated with lead-based paint. The City
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established lead-based paint abatement procedures, in accordance with the Residential Lead-Based
Paint Hazard Reduction Act and the new regulations adopted in 1999. The City continues to provide
lead-based paint testing as a component of its housing repair and rehabilitation programs when
required by HUD regulations. Given the age and condition of Elk Grove's housing stock, there are
relatively few homes where lead-based paint testing is needed.

The City's housing program guidelines include specific policies related to testing and abatement. When
lead-based paint is present or presumed to be present, lead-safe work practices are required. The
procedures regarding lead-based paint include notification procedures for owners and occupants;
evaluation and identification of lead hazards; requirements for repair, reduction, or abatement of the
lead hazards; and clearance examinations. In addition, all of the City's loan agreements for new projects
prohibit the use of any lead-based paint.

Actions taken to reduce the number of poverty-level families. 91.220(k); 91.320(j)

The City’s anti-poverty strategy is based on providing a range of supportive services aimed at enabling
those in poverty to move into the workforce or obtain benefits to which they are entitled (e.g. Social
Security, disability). During the Consolidated Plan period, these activities will include the housing
counseling, case management, employment training, life skills training, educational opportunities, food
assistance, youth programs, and general support, among others. The City will also continue to support
activities that preserve and expand the supply of housing that is affordable to low-income and very low-
income households.

In PY 2020, the City’s CDBG funds were used to support the following anti-poverty programs:

e SSHH provided counseling and social services for the homeless, including drop-in housing
counseling and intensive case management for residents of transitional housing.

e Meals on Wheels offered daily nutritious meals to very low-income homebound seniors.

e Elk Grove Food Bank Services offered the Support Works program, which has group and
individual counseling, case management, parenting and job skills training, and other resources
focused on helping low-income households achieve financial stability.

Additionally, the City used its Community Service Grant program to fund:

e Uplift People of Elk Grove to offer the Champions for Change program for low-income and near
poverty households, with the goal of providing mentoring and education that allows the
household to transcend generational poverty. The program offers a combination of services and
education, including relationship building, community outreach, mutual accountability, and goal
setting.

e Chicks in Crisis to provide offer Project LIFT (Living Independently for Tomorrow) which provides
a supportive learning environment where pregnant and parenting teens (male and female)
move toward self-sufficiency and employment by providing workshops on finding a job, finance,
legal issues, healthy living, and child development.
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Elk Grove residents also have access to anti-poverty services provided by the County Department of
Human Assistance. The County provides many programs designed to provide temporary assistance to
families in need and coordinates the County’s welfare-to-work programs, with an emphasis on creating
employment connections and increasing the income of the program’s participants. Overall, the goal of
all agencies’ programs is economic self-sufficiency.

Actions taken to develop institutional structure. 91.220(k); 91.320(j)

The Development Services Department — Housing and Public Services Division is responsible for
overseeing the administration of the City's CDBG funding, including management, implementation, and
monitoring of CDBG activities. Within the Development Services Department, the Housing and Public
Services Manager and the Housing and Grant Specialist oversee the day-to-day administration of the
CDBG program and funded activities. The Housing and Public Services Division also includes an
Administrative Assistant (shared with Development Services management).

Actions taken to enhance coordination between public and private housing and social service
agencies. 91.220(k); 91.320(j)

The City continued its work with neighboring jurisdictions, including the County and the City of
Sacramento and the Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment Agency, to address the regional issues
that affect the needs of low-income persons as well as special needs populations. The City also
continued to work with many of the local nonprofits that provide a range of services to low-income Elk
Grove residents. In addition, the City worked with Rancho Cordova and Citrus Heights, the two other
small entitlement jurisdictions in Sacramento County, to research issues of interest to all jurisdictions
and to coordinate on shared subrecipient monitoring.

The City’s Housing and Public Services Manager also serves on the Continuum of Care Advisory Board
and its Performance Review Committee, which jointly review proposals for HUD homeless funding and
provide input on region-wide homeless policy issues.

Identify actions taken to overcome the effects of any impediments identified in the
jurisdictions analysis of impediments to fair housing choice. 91.520(a)

HUD provides specific requirements that entitlement grantees certify that they will affirmatively further
fair housing in their jurisdiction. Fair housing objectives are broad and include requirements to
promote fair housing choice for all persons and to foster compliance with the nondiscrimination
provisions of the Fair Housing Act. These requirements are satisfied, in part, by analyzing impediments
to fair housing choice within the jurisdiction and taking appropriate action to overcome the effects of
those identified impediments.

In prior years, the City coordinated with SHRA, Sacramento County, City of Citrus Heights, City of Rancho
Cordova, and a number of other local agencies on a regional Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing
Choice. In 2020, the City completed the Sacramento Valley Fair Housing Collaborative Analysis of
Impediments to Fair Housing Choice (Al) and it was adopted by the City Council on June 24, 2020. A copy
of the Al can be found on the City’s website at www.elkgrovecity.org/cdbg.
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The Al identified the following barriers to affordable housing:

e Segregation, which is manifested in disproportionate housing needs and differences in economic
opportunity;

e Affordable rental options in the region are increasingly limited due to growth in the region —
particularly demand for rental housing - has increasingly limited the areas where low income
households can live affordably;

e Constraints on affordable housing development and preservation, ranging from lack of funding,
the cost of development or preservation, public policies and processes, and lack of adequate
infrastructure for infill redevelopment, all constrain the affordable rental market;

e Suburban areas in the Sacramento Valley are rarely competitive for state or federal affordable
housing development funds, further straining the capacity for creation or preservation of
affordable rental housing;

¢ For residents participating in the Housing Choice or other housing voucher programs, too few
private landlords accept vouchers; and An increase in stricter rental policies.

Outside of partnering in the completion and implementation of the regional Al the City’s approach to
fair housing in PY 2020 was focused on education and investigation:

e SSHH provided the Renters Helpline to offer information on landlord/tenant law and fair
housing matters. They also provided landlord/tenant mediation. SSHH also works with the Legal
Services of Northern California and Project Sentinel to provide education and investigate
complaints.

e C(City staff continued to provide limited information on fair housing matters, including referrals to
HUD and DFEH, to the public. City Code Enforcement staff have attended fair housing trainings
and are able to answer basic fair housing questions from members of the public. More
complicated questions and/or those requiring investigation are forwarded to SSHH.

e The City participated in a series of meetings with other regional jurisdictions, including the
County of Sacramento, SHRA, Citrus Heights, and Rancho Cordova on strategies for better
cooperating regionally to address fair housing issues. The jurisdictions partnered to allocate
funding for the Renters Helpline with each jurisdiction contributing its share based on its
percentage of the County’s rental units.

The City has developed a monitoring system to ensure that the activities carried out in furtherance of
the Plan are done so in a timely manner in accordance with the federal monitoring requirements of 24
CFR 570.501(V) and 24 CFR 85.40 and all other applicable laws, regulations, policies, and sound
management and accounting practices. The objectives of monitoring are:

e To assure that subrecipients are carrying out their program/project as described;
e To assure that subrecipients are implementing the program/project in a timely manner;
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e To assure that subrecipients are assessing costs to the program/project which are eligible under
CDBG regulations and the contract;

e To assure that subrecipients are conforming with other applicable laws, regulations, and terms
of the agreement;

e To assure that the program/project is operating in a manner that minimizes the opportunity for
fraud, waste, and mismanagement;

e To assure that subrecipients have the capacity to carry out the approved project/program; and

e To assure that subrecipients are carrying out their program/project as described.

At the beginning of the program year, all subrecipients were informed of the obligations to collect the
required information on income, household composition, and race and ethnicity. The City also provided
information on subrecipient agreement policies, data collection, and financial management and
recommended each subrecipient read the “Playing by the Rules” guide produced by HUD. Staff provided
targeted technical assistance to subrecipients throughout the year.

Quarterly, staff examined the progress the subrecipient was making toward performance targets as
public services subrecipients must report their service population each quarter. Each subrecipient
agreement contains provisions for reductions to or suspensions of payments in the event that targets
are not being met (without valid reason) or when past performance issues have not been resolved. The
City has placed a strong emphasis on its subrecipients gathering complete and accurate information on
the persons and/or households they serve, and regularly reporting on progress.

Citizen Participation Plan 91.105(d); 91.115(d)

comment on performance reports.

This draft report will be made available for public review during a 15-day public comment period from
September 3 -22, 2021. A public notice announcing its availability was published in the Elk Grove Citizen
on September 3, 2021 and placed on the City’s website.

A public hearing on the report will be held September 22, 2021 at
the Elk Grove City Council meeting. Any comments received during the public comment period or those
received during the City Council public hearing will be included in the final report.

Specify the nature of, and reasons for, any changes in the jurisdiction’s program objectives
and indications of how the jurisdiction would change its programs as a result of its
experiences.

With the most recent challenges present by coronavirus, the City’s strategy for expending CDBG funds
has evolved to best serve community needs. For example, housing sale and rental prices have increased
disproportionate to incomes, causing homelessness and other housing challenges for low-income
residents. To address this need as well as others identified through the Consolidated Plan needs
assessment, housing market analysis, and public outreach, the City plans to continue funding the
construction of new affordable housing and transitional housing, provide forgivable loans to
homeowners needing health and safety repairs, fund a rent/utility assistance program, support
nonprofits offering a wide range of social services, and assist with accessibility and new facility projects.

It is likely that as the economic impacts of the public health emergency related to the coronavirus
continue to become more known, the City may need to make some adjustments to its anticipated
allocations by category of need. As needs related to the prevention of, preparation for, and response to
coronavirus are identified, the City will address those changes to program objectives and funding
allocations through the CDBG Consolidated Plan and Action Plan amendment process.

Additionally, the CDBG allocations projected may differ from the annual allocations actually approved by
HUD, so the City may have more or less money than initially projected. The City plans to continue to
devote the full 15% allowed to public services and to supplement programming with General Fund
monies.

advertised the bid which closed in April 2020. Project is expected to go to construction during late summer or early fall of 2019.

2020 Construction on the Railroad Street Improvements project began in June 2020. CDBG funded improvements include sidewalk, curb, gutter,
accessible curb ramps on the eastern side of Railroad St. from Elk Grove Blvd. to Grove St. and along Grove St. from Railroad St. to the eastern
terminus of the project. Additionally five accessible handicap parking spaces were added with an accessible path of travel to the curb ramps
crossing Railroad Street and two ramps on the west side of Railroad St. These improvements remove barriers to accessibility for disabled
persons and provide an accessible path of travel to residents living on Grove Street to existing commercial and existing public spaces on Elk
Grove Boulevard and Railroad Street. While construction work is complete the City is working with contractors and subcontractors to submit
remaining labor compliance documentation.
