Two condo properties are priced at $55,100, and are having
trouble reselling due to  inability to secure FHA financing because of a low owner-occupancy rate; the developer has found a
bank willing to do a 15-year mortgage for 80% of the purchase price. The new property is a single-family home priced at
$93,700; it generated an offer quickly and is currently pending sale with an expected closing date in October 2011.
