The property will be marketed
for resale at a price of $101,500 and likely will be transferred to a new owner in August or September 2012.
    •  The City continued to explore options for the two Emerald Park condo units, which due to the condo complex's owner
occupancy ratio cannot secure FHA or conventional financing. The City planned to transfer the units to a nonprofit for use as
very low-income rental housing, but was told that HOA Board policy prohibited this. The developer made a compelling
argument to the HOA, and the City believes they will allow the rental of the units. Transfer of the units to the nonprofit is
expected in the next quarter.
